1975: Broadway hit “Chicago” premieres, going on to earn 10 

nominations at the 1976 Tony Awards. The 2002 film won six 

Academy Awards, including Best Picture.

1978: Garfield, Jim Davis’ classic comic feline, makes his 

national debut. 

1980: CNN, the first 24-hour news service, starts airing

June 1.

1997: J.K. Rowling publishes the first book in her bestselling 

series “Harry Potter.”

2002: “American Idol” premieres on Fox, featuring first 

winner Kelly Clarkson.
